HTML

• Limited, static, boring!

• No dynamic content

• Browser displays inconsistent (Netscape vs. IE)
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A Brief History of Web Apps

Flash

• Rich interactive animation

• Works in most browsers and platforms

• Not focused toward web applications

AJAX

• Open Source – builds upon HTML

• Refresh pieces of a page

• Rich web application features (Google Docs, Amazon)

• Small (approx. 4.6 MB) browser plug-in

• .NET language and platform support

• Current official release is version 3 (as of July 2009)

• Compatible with multiple browsers and O/S’s

-More powerful GIS-based applications, impacting 

everything from water/sewer to police/fire.
